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The institutional repository is a not-for-profit service for our academic authors, providing access to the full-text of their publications. Full bibliographic details are given for each article, including the journal of original publication, etc.

If possible, it is preferred to archive the finalised pdf version as it appears in print. The pdf version has an advantage over mounting the author's own version, in that it maintains consistency in appearance of the article wherever it is read. This also maintains a closer association of the article with the Journal, through the header-title and journal house-style. If it would be possible to use the published pdf version of the article for this purpose, then please confirm this.
